From the Archives

The shepherdôs 
crook was at the 
ý rst worshipping 
of Christ, and 
its counterpart 
is the Candy 
Cane. So old is 
this symbol that 
we have almost 
forgotten i ts 
origin. First, the 
colours have 
significance ï 
red for sacriý ce, 
white for purity. 
The body of the 
cane is white, 
representing life, the pure life 
of Christ. The broad red stripes 
signify the Lordôs sacrifice for 
us, and the smaller str ipes 
represent the sacriý ces we make 
as Christians, the offerings we 
bring to be intertwined with the 
supreme sacriý ce of the Saviour. 
We celebrate the birth of the 
Child Jesus, but we must always 
be mindful of the Man, Christ. 
Christmas brings us ultimately to 
Calvary.

The form of a staff suggests service, 
the Saviour Shepherd seeking out 
his own, with the determination 
that none shall perish, challenging 
us to serve as He served.

The colours and shape give way 
to taste. The taste is peppermint, 
which is akin to the herb hyssop 
which was used for medicinal 
purposes. The healing nature of 
the cross is suggested by the 
taste.

Once the candy cane is broken, it 
should be shared, just as Jesusô 
body is broken to be shared in the 
Holy Communion.
